6. Only the crown and banner you were crowned with should be worn when you travel. No one is
allowed to make a different banner or wear a previous year's crown without permission from the
pageant director.

7. Should you personalize anything with your title (polos, garment bags, etfc.), it must match the title
on your official banner.
